Greene County lies in the north-central portion of Virginia just east of the Blue Ridge Mountains. The
Shenandoah National Park and the Skyline Drive form the western boundary of this picturesque
county. The county, although rural in nature, is part of the Charlottesville MSA consisting of four
counties and the city of Charlottesville. As a result of its ties to the metropolitan region and its
location on the U.S. 29 corridor, Greene County represents an appealing pastoral setting for continued
business investment.

Downtown Charlottesville is approximately 20 miles south of the county seat of Stanardsville.
Richmond, the state capital, is 90 miles to the southeast. Washington, D.C. is about 100 miles
northeast of the county.

COMMUNITY FACILITIES

The excellent health care facilities of Charlottesville are easily accessible to Greene County residents.
The University of Virginia Health Sciences Center represents one of the finest medical centers in
Virginia. The hospital has 683 beds and features special units for trauma, burns, intensive care,
coronary care, dialysis, and newborn care. In addition, Martha Jefferson Hospital has 221 beds and is
a comprehensive medical facility. Both hospitals provide emergency care. Public health services,
including a clinic, are available in Greene County.

Approximately 470 physicians and 70 dentists provide medical care in the region. Three physicians
and one dentist practice in Greene County.

The Charlottesville area is home to ten nursing homes and retirement centers. In addition, a 60-bed
Alzheimer/dementia facility is located in Greene County.

Twenty-two churches representing major Protestant denominations are located in Greene County.
Nearby Charlottesville and Albemarle County have an additional 135 places of worship including
Roman Catholic and Greek Orthodox churches and Jewish synagogues.

The Jefferson-Madison Regional Library operates a branch in Greene County. The library system has
a total collection of more than 276,000 volumes. Additional library holdings are available in
Charlottesville at the University of Virginia's Alderman Library, with over two million volumes, and
at Piedmont Virginia Community College with a 53,000 volume collection.

Immediate shopping needs of county residents can be met on U.S. Route 29 in Ruckersville at three
shopping centers. Other small convenience marts and a variety of antique shops and craft stores are
distributed around the county. The area's regional mall, Charlottesville Fashion Square, is less than 20
minutes south of Greene County on Route 29. This facility boasts four major department stores and
numerous other chains, specialty stores, and restaurants. Other shopping centers are located in the
Charlottesville area. The downtown pedestrian mall in Charlottesville offers a rich assortment of
specialty and variety stores, restaurants, and entertainment.

LIFESTYLE

The close proximity of Greene County to the Charlottesville area allows local residents unique
exposure to excellent cultural amenities. A complete schedule of plays, concerts, lectures, and forums
are sponsored by the University of Virginia and are open to the public. In addition, various
community organizations such as the Charlottesville University and Symphony Orchestra, the
Community Children's Theatre, the Virginia Players, and The Four County Players are very active
and provide programming of interest for all ages.
